       1986.

7.  Board to consider and vote to approve/not approve Les Tilley as the district employee designated to 
     oversee educational services to eligible juveniles identified by the city, county or state incarceration 
     system.
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8.  Board to consider and vote to approve/not approve the Biomedical Sciences Academy Joint Program 
     Agreement with the Central Technology Center in Drumright.  This Academy will provide an  
     opportunity for sophomores, juniors and seniors from Ripley High School to attend the Academy for 
     the purpose of taking courses in mathematics, science and biomedical sciences.
